Dear Parishioners,

Now that summer is here and we are all enjoying God’s gift of warm weather, I would like to take a moment to update you
briefly on the St. Bridget Parish re-registration initiative.

As you know, St. Bridget Church spent many months working to determine the exact number of households that make up
our active and ever-growing parish community. This year’s re-registration, like similar initiatives conducted by St. Bridget
over the years, will help us assess our staff priorities, focus our spending and budget needs more precisely, and refine our
stewardship goals and expectations.

I am pleased to report that our Parish Pastoral Council accepted a final census count of 2,198 households for St. Bridget
Parish.

Those of you who have followed the progress of our re-registration project over the past several months may notice that our
official count is lower than previous estimates, which ranged from 2,700 to 3,000 parish households. Our final figure of
2,198, however, reflects our efforts to identify and count only active St. Bridget parish households, as opposed to
households that may not have participated regularly in parish life for a number of years.

How did the parish determine the number of “active” households for this year’s census? We began by counting the 1,500
households that submitted updated registration forms right away. A careful review of parish records showed about 700 more
families who are involved in the parish one way or the other. We await their re-registration forms. We also included in this
active number all homebound parishioners to whom Eucharist is regularly brought.

If your household does not fall into any of these categories, you may be one of the 500 households in our database that we
have currently placed on “inactive” status. But even though this yeat’s re-registration is now complete, we urge you to re-
register with the parish to restore your status to “active” at St. Bridget, the warm and welcoming spiritual community that
offers a beautiful church in which to worship, noble simple liturgies; an excellent sacred music program; an award-winning
parish school; a fine Christian Formation Program for all ages; a priority on charitable outreach and strong focus on youth
ministry.

To get a more detailed look at this yeat’s census process, as well as learn about the many benefits of membership at St.
Bridget and how your household can participate more regularly and deeply in parish life, I invite you to read a summary of
our census and registration initiative in the next issue of The Bridge, which should arrive in your mailbox in eatly July. In the
meantime, I encourage you to provide St. Bridget with up-to-date registration information about your household by

Please know how grateful I am for your prayers and support and I look forward to seeing you at St. Bridget over the course
